1. Welcome

The meeting was opened by Cr John McInerney and chaired by the Lord Mayor.

2. Liveable Green Network Cycleways 

The committee was updated on each project. 

King Street

· The King Street cycleway was opened on 4 May and will be officially launched at the World Environment Day Breakfast on Friday 5 June.

· City staff were onsite for the first week during peak times.

· The City is continuing to work with the RTA to see what improvements can be made in cyclist priority at the traffic signals.

Bourke Street 

· Stage 1 construction will begin mid year with completion expected in February 2010

· Stages 2 and 3 will be tendered in mid 2009 and construction is expected to commence late 2009.

Missenden Road 

· The post consultation design review is underway, with a concept report to go to Council in July 2009.

Union Street 

· The project was reported to Council in May 2009, with the right hand turn into Murray Street retained.

· The tender is expected to go out in mid 2009.

Kent Street

· Community consultation will take place in mid 2009, with construction to commence in 2010.

· The cycleway will be on the eastern side of Kent Street, between Druitt Street and the Harbour Bridge on-ramp, with intersection changes at the Kent/Clarence Street intersection.

College Street

· Detailed design work is underway for a separated cycleway for the majority of the length.

· Construction is anticipated to start late in 2009.

3. Priority Rollout

The committee was updated on each project underway and the consultation process was explained.

· Alexandria: Construction will begin mid 2009.

· Erskineville: Consultation is complete.

· Rosebery/ Zetland: Consultation will begin mid 2009.

· Alexandria (East): Consultation will begin mid 2009.

· Glebe, Elizabeth Bay & Camperdown: Consultation materials being developed.

4. Shared Paths

· A scoping report is being prepared for Council.

· Policies and a range of treatments for different streetscape types are being developed.

· Pavement logos will be used in preference to signs.

· Inner south and southern streets will be done first, with Chalmers Street being used as a pilot project.

5. Johnstons Canal Shared Path

· A design review is underway for a preferred route option to be developed.

· There is ongoing consultation with the RTA and more consultation will occur with the community.

6. Bicycle Counts

· Area wide counts were completed on 19 March 2009 at 99 sites, with results still being validated.

· There were 640 bicycle riders at Whitlam Square, and 725 at Taylor Square.

· A follow up survey will be done in September 2009.

· There was a 17% increase in usage of the King Street Cycleway in its first week.

7. Inner Sydney Regional Bike Plan

· A ten year implementation strategy will be developed, in co-operation with all fifteen councils.

· A project justification will be prepared to strengthen the case to Infrastructure Australia.

8. Bicycle Parking 

· Staff working with RailCorp to install bicycle parking at Redfern and Central stations.

· Staff and visitor parking at all City facilities being reviewed, and a Green Travel Plan is being developed.

· 430 traffic sign pole bicycle parking rings installed.

· New project to increase parking rollout to be developed.

9. Cycling Courses

· Free adult cycling courses to commence in June and to run most Saturdays and Sundays until September.

10. Road Safety Marketing

· Educational campaigns to have radio coverage in June, as well as print advertising.

11. Events

· The World Environment Day cycling breakfast to be used to promote educational campaigns (shared path and behavioural), cycling courses and night time visibility as well as launch King Street Cycleway..

12. General Business

· City staff were thanked for their work and the City was acknowledged for rolling out the cycleway network.
